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Travel insurance Travel insurance is a type of insurance policy designed to cover financial losses and unexpected expenses
that may occur before or during a trip. It provides protection against a variety of risks, including trip cancellation, medical
emergencies, lost luggage, and other travel-related issues.
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Key Coverages in Travel Insurance

Trip Cancellation
Pays for non-refundable expenses if you cancel or shorten your trip due to covered reasons (such as illness, death in the

family, natural disasters).
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Emergency Medical Expenses

Cover medical treatment costs, including hospital stays and doctor visits, if you become ill or injured while traveling.
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Medical Evacuation and Repatriation.

Pays for emergency transportation to the nearest appropriate medical facility or return to your home country if necessary.

Trip Delay



Pays for additional expenses (e.g. meals, accommodation) if your trip is delayed due to reasons such as bad weather or
airline strikes.
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Missed Connection
Cover costs if you are delayed due to missing a connecting flight or other transportation.
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Types of Travel Insurance

 Single Trip Insurance — Covers a specific trip.

e Multi-Trip/Annual Insurance — Covers multiple trips within a year (usually with a limit on the duration per trip).
» Group Travel Insurance - For families or groups traveling together.

* Specialty Insurance — For adventure sports, cruises, or business travel.

* When do you need travel insurance?

« Traveling internationally (especially where your regular health insurance doesn't apply).

* Booking expensive, non-refundable tours.

» Visiting remote or high-risk areas.

» Having pre-existing medical conditions (check policy terms)
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How Travel Insurance Works

« If an unexpected event occurs (e.g., iliness, flight cancellation, lost luggage), you file a claim with the insurer.
» The insurer reviews your claim and, if approved, pays you for the covered expenses (either partially or in
full).
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How much does travel insurance cost?



Typically 4—10% of the total cost of your trip (for example, a $5,000 trip could cost $200-$500 to insure).
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Factors affecting price

* Age of the traveler - Older travelers may pay more due to higher medical risks.
» Coverage level - Basic plans are cheaper; premium plans (e.g., What's) cost more.
» Destination - Travel to high-risk or expensive countries (e.g., the USA) can increase costs.
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What is generally not covered Common exclusions

High-risk activities (e.g., skydiving, scuba diving) unless you purchase adventure sports coverage.
Alcohol-drug related incidents (injuries while intoxicated).

» Travel warnings and pandemics (unless explicitly included in the policy).

Lost or stolen items left unattended (e.qg., leaving your bag on the beach).
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
