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The relationship between crime and punishment. After the onset of crimes, what was urgently needed was to punish the
criminal in a way that would deter him from committing the crime again.
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Early Man

What should this punishment be like and what should it be? This was the question that the judicial system came into
existence in search of an answer. Early man was convinced that he could punish his own offender.
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Criminal

A person unfamiliar with civilization considered power to be everything, and the principle of "whoever has the stick, the
buffalo" taught that the powerful should subdue the criminal and punish him himself, even if his crime was minor and the
punishment resulted in his death.

Permanent System

Gradually, man began to think and realize that this method of obtaining justice was based on complete injustice. Thus, the
need for a permanent system was felt in which the criminal would be punished according to his crime.
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Contact with the parties

The second important issue was who would determine the punishment and how to implement it after the punishment was
given to the criminal. It was decided that a few people would be selected to contact the parties and give the criminal a final
sentence.
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Convicts to the Settlement

It was also thought that the criminals should be expelled from the settlement, but the result of this punishment was not as
expected by the people of that era, so this method of punishment was rejected.
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Formation of Different Systems

With the passage of time, different theories of punishment emerged and different systems of implementing crime and
punishment were formed.
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Basically, the core of all theories was the following principles

« Establishment of a committee or institution of impartial persons which, after hearing the positions of the parties,
would decide the punishment of the culprit.

¢ The purpose of punishment should be to reduce crimes from the society and protect the lives and property of the
people.

* The person against whom the crime was committed should be able to get justice.
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Committing a crime

The primary purpose of punishing a criminal is to destroy the forces under the influence of which an individual is inclined to
commit a crime. The secondary purpose of punishment is to train the criminal during his sentence so that he does not
commit a crime in the future.
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Different theories of justice

Different theories and systems have been prevalent in different periods for justice. The system that has gained the most
popularity is our Jirga system.
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The center of justice
* The biggest flaw in this system was that the center of justice was centered on a single person.
: Over time, a few influential members of the tribe and impartial people also started to be included in it.
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Consensus Decisions
* These elders were responsible for delivering justice and issuing orders based on their consensus.
: In this system, the opinion of each member was given importance.
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Different theories of justice

Over time, this method became systematic around the world and became popular in most countries. In addition, different
theories of justice were also presented.
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Application of Laws

The Greeks and Romans were the first to apply laws to administer justice.
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
