Identification Parade Section 22 of the Evidence Act explains the importance and procedure of identification parade.
Identification parade refers to a procedure through which a witness is asked to identify an accused.
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Necessity

Sometimes the name of a criminal is not mentioned in the initial report i.e. FIR nor is he arrested at the scene of the crime but
the evidence proves that he is involved in the crime, then the police conduct an identity parade of the person or the stolen
items recovered from his possession.
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Identification parade procedure
« The procedure of the identification parade is as follows
¢ The accused, whom the plaintiff or the police suspect of having committed the crime,
« are presented before the magistrate by the police.
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Magistrate Jail Superintendent

After this, the police submits a request to the Area Magistrate for the identification of these accused. The Magistrate writes
to the Jail Superintendent to arrange for an identification parade of these accused on the appointed date.
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Magistrate Investigating Officer

On the appointed date, the Magistrate Investigating Officer, witnesses and the complainant go to the office of the
Superintendent of Prisons. The accused or accused are made to stand among persons of similar height and stature.
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Proceedings in the court

Then the magistrate calls each witness and asks them to identify the accused. Then the magistrate writes down whether the
witness has correctly identified the accused or not. The magistrate sends this proceeding to the competent court with a seal.
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Plaintiff

¢ The identity parade takes place in front of witnesses.
¢ The police and the plaintiff cannot participate in the identity parade nor
« are they present during the identity parade
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Importance of Evidence

The martyrdom parade is of considerable importance as evidence because sometimes the accused is able to escape from
the scene of the crime.
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Incident

Of course, witnesses have seen him and when he is arrested, the plaintiff or witnesses who saw him at the scene of the
crime identify him through an identification parade and sometimes the accused is convicted on this basis.
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Unable to identify the accused

If a witness is unable to identify the accused, the accused may present this fact in his defense.
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Definition

A partner in crime is a person
who has participated in the crime in some way
whether by planning or by verbally or physically assisting the mahram.
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Legal significance

The testimony of an accomplice can lead to the conviction of his co-accused, but it is also important that the events he has
described are supported by other evidence.
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Incidents

However, if there is no supporting evidence or incidents in the testimony of the co-accused, the court accepts it only after
examining it because
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Statement

He does not give a statement under oath.
A co-accused may try to blame his crime on another co-accused to save himself.
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
