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Importance of Law: For the establishment of peace in society, it is necessary that there are certain social
restrictions on individuals that protect the rights of all members of society.
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The usefulness of law can be clarified from the following points.

Due to the law, the strong cannot oppress the weak because they refrain from such actions due to fear of
the law.

Thanks to the law, individuals are aware of their rights and duties.

Due to the law, social order or peace and order is maintained in the society and individuals are obliged to
live according to the principles.
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Sources of Law

The following are the common sources of law formation:
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Customs and traditions

When members of a society repeat an action repeatedly, it becomes a custom. When these customs
become more important over time, the state, considering their usefulness, usually gives them the status of



law.
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Ignoring customs

No individual can ignore customs because they are closely related to the normal life of individuals and those
who act against customs are viewed with disapproval by other members of society.
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Religion

An important source of law is also religion. Religion is related to the emotions and feelings of individuals.
Therefore, society cannot ignore these emotions and feelings while making laws.
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According to the principles of Islam

Religion and law are closely related. Most societies in the world take religious values into account when
making laws, such as Pakistani society, where laws are made according to the principles of Islam.
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Judicial Decisions

In some cases, the law is not clear, so judges interpret the law and decide cases. Such important decisions
become law.
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Scholarly Interpretations



When deciding any case, judges and lawyers give great importance to the scholarly interpretations of jurists
and scholars. If the court accepts the opinions of these people, they become law. For example, in most
Islamic countries, the scholarly interpretations of Imam Abu HANIFA are given importance.
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Legislative Assembly

Legislative assemblies make laws. These assemblies make laws according to the circumstances and events
of the country and amend and repeal existing laws.
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Human Rights in Islam

The current human rights laws are actually derived from the provisions of the Charter of Medina, the world's
first written constitution, and the Farewell Pilgrimage Sermon of the Prophet Muhammad (peace be upon
him). The Prophet Muhammad (peace be upon him) has done great favors to humanity, and through him,
Islam has given humanity the following human rights:
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Protection of Life

The Quran has declared human life to be worthy of respect. The Lord says: “Do not kill any living creature
that God has forbidden except by right.” (Bani Israel: 33)
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Right to Property

Everyone has the right to use for personal use the property acquired through lawful means.
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Protection of Honor

In the Islamic state, the honor and dignity of every citizen is protected. Surah Al- Hujurat states: "No group
should mock another group.
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According to Islam, if someone commits injustice, one should raise one's voice against it. One should not
tolerate injustice silently.
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Freedom of Expression

In Islam, everyone has the right to express their opinion on national affairs and problems.
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Freedom of Belief and Religion

No other religion grants freedom of belief and religion more than Islam. The rights granted to dhimmis in an
Islamic state are unparalleled in history
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Right to Equality

In Islam, all people are equal as human beings. If anyone has superiority over another, it is only because of
piety. In the light of these rights, it is clear that Islam is the only religion in the world that guarantees the
protection of human rights.
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
