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Definition of Citizen In the field of citizenship, a citizen refers to any individual who permanently resides in a state and has all
the same rights as other residents.
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Permanent residents

As if within the borders of a country, people who have permanent residence in its cities, villages and towns will also be
considered citizens.
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Citizenship by Conversion

There are several ways to obtain citizenship, such as:
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Citizenship by Application

A person can acquire citizenship of another state by applying.
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By marriage

By marriage, that is, by marrying a foreign man, a woman automatically acquires citizenship of the man's country.
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By choice
If a child has dual citizenship, he or she must acquire one upon reaching adulthood.
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Through government service and other awards

If a person takes up government service in a foreign country or receives awards and medals from a foreign country, he
acquires citizenship of that country. Most states have legally restricted their citizens from receiving any awards or medals
from a foreign country.
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By purchasing property
There are some countries where citizenship is also granted by purchasing land or property. This is usually done in new
countries so that people can come and settle in the country from outside.
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Long-term residency

In some states, long-term residency grants citizenship.
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Accession to another country



Sometimes, people gain citizenship rights by joining another country. For example, when Alaska, Hawaii, Florida, California,
etc. joined the United States, all their residents gained American citizenship.
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Revocation of citizenship

In some circumstances, citizenship is revoked, meaning that citizenship is terminated. For example, just as citizenship is
acquired by birth, it is also revoked by death.
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Marriage to a foreigner

When a woman marries a foreigner, her first citizenship is revoked, or in the event of her husband's death or divorce, if she
returns to her first country, her first citizenship is restored.
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Desertion from the country's army

Becoming a citizen of another country deprives one of one's first citizenship. Continuous absence from the country can also
be a reason for the deprivation of citizenship. For example, if a German or Frenchman stays outside his country for 10
consecutive years, his citizenship will be lost. Desertion from the army of his country also becomes a reason for the loss of
citizenship.
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For serious crimes

For serious crimes, the court revokes a criminal's citizenship as a punishment.
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Heinous Crimes

This punishment is generally given for serious crimes such as treason or rebellion.
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States mutually agree

The first citizenship also ends by taking up a government job in another country. Because a new citizenship is acquired, but in
the present era, some friendly states make a mutual agreement and take a citizen of another state as a government
employee. In such a case, the first citizenship does not end until the person adopts a second citizenship.
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Awards and medals from the country

Citizenship is lost even if one receives an award or medal from a foreign country. Children who have citizenship of two
countries by birth lose one after reaching adulthood (when they choose one).
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
